Green Matter # 3: Use a Black Screen

Most of us use a computer daily, so let's all
take small steps to help conserve energy by
using black search screens such as Blackle.

Using a black screen helps save energy
because the computer screen is mainly black
and uses less energy than using a white
screen. A cathode ray tube (CRT) monitor
uses about 74 watts to display a lighter
colored screen, whereas it only takes 59 watts
to display a black page. Even if the amount

isn't huge, every little bit of conservation helps.
